Segun recoge Europa Press, los investiga-
dores, dirigidos por Hao Lei, de la Academia
de Ciencias de China, en Wuhan, observaron
que el IAD se caracteriza por un deterioro
de las fibras de la sustancia blanca entre las
regiones cerebrales involucradas en el proc-
esamiento emocional, la atencion ejecutiva,
la toma de decisiones y el control cognitivo.

The Human Body is Better Able to Absorb Eye-Healthy Lu-
tein From Eggs Than From Other Dietary Sources

The human body is better able to
absorb eye-healthy lutein from eggs
than from other dietary sources of
the carotenoid, according to a study
funded by the Agricultural Re-
search Service and the Egg Nutri-
tion Center in Washington, D.C.

Lead nutritional biochemist Eliza-
beth J. Johnson and colleagues with
the Carotenoids and Health Labora-
tory at the Jean Mayer USDA Hu-
man Nutrition Research Center on
Aging at Tufts University in Bos-
ton, Mass., conducted the study.
The findings are reported in the Au-
gust issue of the Journal of Nutri-
tion.

The researchers suspect that Iutein
from eggs is more readily absorbed
into the bloodstream than lutein
from other sources because of com-
ponents in the egg's yolk, such as
lecithin.

Low lutein intake is implicated as
a risk factor in age-related macular
degeneration, the leading cause of
vision loss among older Americans.
In the eye, the macula is in the reti-
na, directly behind the pupil, and is
responsible for central vision. Lute-
in and a related dietary carotenoid,
zeaxanthin, accumulate within the
macula and imbue a yellow pig-
ment that helps protect the eye.

Ten volunteers, during four sepa-
rate test phases, consumed either
cooked spinach, eggs or one of two
types of lutein supplements. Each
source provided 6 milligrams (mg)
of lutein per daily dose. Johnson
measured lutein concentrations in
the volunteers' blood serum before
and after each test phase. When
each volunteer ate eggs as the

source of lutein, their lutein blood
serum levels were about three times
greater than after consuming the
same dose of lutein from the other
sources.

Federal surveys report the average
American consumes only about two
mg of lutein daily, but a salad of one
egg and one cup of spinach would
easily double that by providing the

-

equivalent of about four milligrams
of lutein.

The new findings suggest eggs are
an inexpensive source of highly
bioavailable lutein, though more
than one egg per day would provide
higher-than-recommended amounts
of dietary cholesterol.

Identiﬁcan un mecanismo celular que permite
nuevos tratamientos contra el cancer

El mecanismo, identificado por el Instituto Scripps de Florida, se llama sulfenilacion y
permite nuevos tratamientos contra el cancer.

Durante afios, se ha considerado
que la fosforilacion de las proteinas
-la insercion de un grupo de fosforo
en una proteina que la activa o de-
sactiva- es el factor que regula una
serie de procesos celulares, desde
el metabolismo celular a la muerte
celular programada. Ahora, cienti-
ficos del Instituto de Investigacion
Scripps, en la Universidad de Flor-
ida (EEUU), han identificado la
importancia de otro mecanismo de
regulacion, llamado sulfenilacion
-similar a la fosforilacion- que of-
rece nuevas oportunidades a la hora
de desarrollar nuevos tratamientos
para enfermedades como el cancer.
El estudio ha sido publicado en la
revista Nature Chemistry.

"Con este trabajo, hemos elevado
la accion de la sulfenilacion de la
proteina: ha pasado de ser solo un
marcador de estrés oxidativo a de-
sempefiar un papel regulador clave
en la sefializacion celular", afirma
Kate Carroll, quien dirigio el estu-
dio. Durante periodos de estrés ce-
lular, causados por factores como la
exposicion a la radiacion UV o en-
fermedades cronicas como el canc-
er, el nivel de oxigeno altamente
reactivo que contienen las molécu-

las puede aumentar, resultando en
una modificacion inadecuada de las
proteinas y en dafio celular. Durante
la sulfenilaciéon, un oxidante -el
peroxido de hidrogeno- funciona
como un mensajero que activa la
proliferacion celular a través de la
oxidacion de los residuos de cistei-
na -un aminoacido altamente sensi-
ble a la oxidacidén- en las proteinas
de sefializacion, produciendo acido
sulfénico.

Se ha sostenido durante mucho
tiempo que la presencia de perox-
ido de hidrégeno en la célula, en
cualquier nivel apreciable, repre-
senta un estado de enfermedad, y
no un evento de regulacion. Ahora,
este nuevo estudio muestra que la
sulfenilacion representa, en reali-
dad, una modificacioén positiva de
proteinas, esencial para la sefali-
zacion.

Para analizar el proceso, Carroll y
sus colaboradores desarrollaron una
sonda quimica altamente selectiva
- conocida como DYN-2 - con ca-
pacidad de detectar pequefias difer-
encias en las tasas de sulfenilacion
en el interior de la célula. Mediante
la nueva sonda, el equipo fue capaz
de demostrar que una proteina de

sefializacion clave, llamada recep-
tor del factor de crecimiento epi-
dérmico (EGFR, por sus siglas en
inglés), es modificada directamente
por el peroxido de hidrogeno, es-
timulando la actividad tirosina qui-
nasa.

La tecnologia descrita en la nueva
investigacion es unica, afirma Car-
roll, ya que permite a los cientificos
detectar estas modificaciones in
situ, sin interferir con el equilibrio
redox de la célula. "Realizar la
prueba de la oxidacion de la cistei-
na en la lisis celular es como buscar
una aguja en un pajar", explica la
investigadora, "pero nuestro nuevo
enfoque mejora el proceso con-
servando las modificaciones del
sulfenilo y evitando la oxidacion de
proteinas que pueda surgir durante
la homogeneizacion de la célula".
Al igual que con la fosforilacion,
los futuros estudios sobre sulfe-
nilacion se adentrardn en el des-
cubrimiento de nuevas enzimas,
nuevos procesos de sefializacion, y
nuevos mecanismos de regulacion.

New survey shows
Latina moms
online to be
tech-savvy and
politically aware

Jobs, education and healthcare
— in that order — were ranked
the top three important issues by
Latina moms online in a new sur-
vey released today by the web site
Mamiverse. The Mamiverse Study
of Online Latina Moms and New
Media, done in partnership with the
research firm MediaFix, surveyed
more than 1,000 English-dominant/
bilingual online Latina moms ages
25-t0-59, who had at least one child
between 3 and 18 years of age.

Rounding out the top five issues
were immigration and national se-
curity. While the survey did reveal
the top five pressing political issues
for Latina moms online — after all,
it is an election year — the survey
also provided a snapshot of Latina
moms that shatters most stereotypi-
cal assumptions.

It’s safe to say that today’s Latina
moms are a little more tech-savvy

than their peers, have seized tech-
nology to help them in almost every
aspect of their daily lives — from
shopping to helping their kids find
information to researching for the
best sources to make informative
choices about products, services
and entertainment options for them
and their families.

Yet, with as much technology as
Latina moms online use —

75% of those surveyed own or use a
laptop, with nearly 50% also own-
ing or using a Smartphone.

Almost 20% own or use a tablet. By
comparison, 11% of general market
owns a tablet, according to the Pew
Research Center and The Econo-
mist Group.

percent of Latina moms online, and

NUEVOS INFORMES MEDICOS

A Chavez le queda menos de un afo

de vida

AUNQUE EL REGIMEN TRATA DE APARENTAR LO CONTRARIO, LA
ESPERANZA DE VIDA DE CHAVEZ NO REBASA EL ANO.

Durante las ultimas semanas, la ac-
tividad del presidente venezolano
ha sido casi frenética. Hugo Chavez
estd inmerso en varias polémicas
que lo mantienen en la cresta de la
ola mediatica, por lo que ha multi-
plicado sus apariciones en medios
de comunicacion para exponer su
postura y lanzar sus proclamas.
Solo en la tltima semana, el vene-
zolano ha sido entrevistado en Car-
acol Radio y en el canal Televen,
donde ha hablado sobre el cierre del
consulado en Miami, en una contro-
versia relacionada con la escalada
de tension entre Iran y EEUU en el
estrecho de Ormuz.

Este aumento de la presencia de
Chavez en los medios y de sus apa-
riciones publicas ha alentado las
expectativas mas optimistas sobre
el desarrollo de su enfermedad, un
cancer de prostata detectado hace
ahora un afio. Pero nada mas lejos
de la realidad. Desde que se hiciera
publica la enfermedad del caudillo,
el hermetismo ha sido la nota domi-
nante en la informacion sobre su es-
tado de salud. Mientras el régimen
venezolano se afanaba en proyectar
la imagen de un Chavez cada vez
mas sano que experimentaba una
mejoria progresiva, los informes
oficiosos hablaban de lo contrario.

Ya durante el verano de 2011 fue
uno de sus médicos, el cirujano
Salvador Navarrete Aulestia, quien
explicéd los pormenores de su diag-
noéstico a la publicacion M Sema-
nal, cuando fue apartado del grupo
médico que trataba al tirano, que es-
cogiod a profesionales cubanos ante

la desconfianza que le generaban
sus compatriotas. Salvador Navar-
rete dijo entonces que la esperanza
de vida de Hugo Chavez era, como
mucho, de dos afios.

La gravedad de su estado era mu-
cho peor de lo que se hacia publico:
"La informacién que yo tengo de la
familia es que ¢él tiene un sarcoma,
un tumor muy agresivo de muy mal
prondstico y estoy casi seguro que
esa es la realidad. Por eso le estan
aplicando una quimioterapia tan
agresiva, porque si fuera un cancer
de prostata, le pones hormonas y
ya, ni te das cuenta que esta toman-
do tratamiento", asegur6 entonces.
Este doctor no tard6 mucho en su-
frir las represalias del régimen por
haber revelado esta informacion
que desde el Palacio de Miraflores
se trataba de esconder: sufrié ame-
nazas de todo tipo, en una campafia
de acoso que provoco su desapa-
ricion del foco mediatico.

Pero los testimonios en esta linea
no dejaban de aparecer. También
el diario estadounidense The Wall
Street Journal publicé informes que
iban en este sentido, que habian
elaborado los servicios de inteli-
gencia europeos y estadounidenses.
El cancer de Chavez se habia ex-
tendido, y afectaba a la prostata y
al colon. Su expectativa de vida no
era muy alta, pero el régimen op-
taba por esconder esta informacion,
para evitar el impacto que provo-
caria en los comicios que Venezuela
celebrara este mismo afio.

Ahora, es el diario ABC quien ha

tenido acceso a nuevos informes

médicos que confirmarian la ex-

trema gravedad del caudillo boli-
variano.

Segun se relata en estos documen-
tos médicos, a Hugo Chavez le qu-
edarian entre nueve y doce meses
de vida, lo que podria suponer su
fallecimiento antes de las elecci-
ones del 7 de Octubre. El 30 de dic-
iembre los médicos aseguraron que
"su salud parece estar deterioran-
dose a paso mas rapido; claramente
ha habido metastasis en los huesos
y la espina dorsal". El cancer seg-
uia extendiéndose, y ya habia al-
canzado al colon: se habia hallado
"un nuevo cultivo cancerigeno de
aproximadamente 2 x 1,5 milimet-
ros en el segmento superior del co-
lon", se detalla.

El informe mas reciente, con fe-
cha 12 de enero, explica la profusa
presencia de Chavez en medios de
comunicacion y apariciones publi-
cas: el mandatario "recibi6 en el ul-
timo mes un incremento de dosis de
calmantes y estimulantes", lo que le
permitiria estas apariciones.

Ademas, se detalla que la actitud
del mandatario no estaria ayudando
a su recuperacion. Segin asegura
el diario, la "desobediencia" de
Chavez estaria restandole tiempo
de vida, dado que no acepta some-
terse a un tratamiento mas agresivo
que prolongaria su supervivencia,
pero le imposibilitaria las apari-
ciones publicas.
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Valentine's Day History

It is a common belief
that when Valentine was in prison,
he fell in love with a girl. This girl
was the daughter of the jailor and
visited Valentine during his days of
confinement. He wrote a letter to
her just before his death and signed
as 'From your Valentine'. This ex-

pression is used in this era also. The
real truth behind the legends of Val-
entine is still murky but the stories
reflect his heroic, sympathetic and
romantic personality and appeal.
Valentine was one of the popular
saints in France and England in the
Middle Ages.

Some opine that Valentine's Day
is celebrated in mid February for
commemorating Valentine's death
anniversary which was around 270
A.D. Others believe that Valentine's
feast was organized in mid Febru-
ary in order to 'Christianize' the
pagan Lupercalia festival. Luper-
calia dedicated to the Roman God
of agriculture, Faunus, is a fertility
festival. In this festival, the mem-
bers of the Luperci would come to-
gether at the sacred cave where the
infants Remus and Romulus were
said to be cared by a lupa or a she-
wolf. The gathered priests would
sacrifice a dog for purification and a
goat for fertility. Then the goathide
strips were taken across the streets
for gently slapping on women and
the crops.

It was believed that the strips would
make the women more fertile. Later,
the women had to place their names
in a huge urn. The bachelors of the
city had to choose individual names
of the women from the urn and then
they were paired for at least one
year. These pairs often resulted in
marriages. Around 498 A.D, Febru-
ary 14th was declared as Saint Val-
entine's Day by Pope Gelasius. In
France and England, it was a com-
mon belief that Valentine's Day is
the mating season of the birds. The
oldest valentine which exists today
is a poem written by the Duke of
Orleans to his wife while he was in
prison of Tower of London.

Valentine's Day was celebrated

around the seventeenth century in

Great Britain. Friends and lovers

exchanged tokens of gifts and love.

At present, Valentine's Day ranks

second among the largest card-
sending holidays.

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As Deportations Rise to Record Levels, Most Latinos Op-
pose Obama’s Policy

By a ratio of more than two-to-
one (59% versus 27%), Latinos
disapprove of the way the Obama
administration is handling deporta-
tions of unauthorized immigrants,
according to a new national survey
of Latino adults by the Pew His-
panic Center, a project of the Pew
Research Center.

Deportations have reached record
levels under President Obama, ris-
ing to an annual average of nearly
400,0001 since 2009, about 30%
higher than the annual average dur-
ing the second term of the Bush
administration and about double
the annual average during George
W. Bush’s first term. Even as de-

portations have been rising, appre-
hensions of border crossers by the
U.S. Border Patrol have declined by
more than 70%—from 1.2 million
in 2005 to 340,000 in 2011. This
mirrors a sharp drop in the number
of unauthorized immigrants enter-
ing the U.S. since the middle of
the last decade (Passel and Cohn,
2010).

More than eight-in-ten (81%) of
the nation’s estimated 11.2 million
unauthorized immigrants are of
Hispanic origin, according to Pew
Hispanic Center estimates (Passel
and Cohn, 2011). Hispanics ac-
counted for an even larger share
of deportees in 2010—97%. (U.S.

Department of Homeland Security,
2011a). Not all Latinos are aware
that the Obama administration has
stepped up deportations of unau-
thorized immigrants. In response
to a question on the Pew Hispanic
survey, a plurality (41%) of Latinos
say that the Obama administration
is deporting more unauthorized im-
migrants than the Bush adminis-
tration. Slightly more than a third
(36%) say the two administrations
have deported about the same num-
ber of immigrants. And one-in-ten
(10%) Latinos say the Obama ad-
ministration has deported fewer
unauthorized immigrants than the
Bush administration.

migrants who are not U.S. citi-
zens and do not have a green
card—a group that closely aligns
with the unauthorized immigrant
population2—say the Obama ad-
ministration has deported more
unauthorized immigrants than
the Bush administration.

These findings are from a new
national survey of 1,220 Hispan-
ic adults ages 18 and older con-
ducted by landline and cellular
telephone, in English and Span-
ish, from November 9 through
December 7, 2011. The margin
of error for the full sample is plus
or minus 3.6 percentage points
at the 95% confidence level. For
a full description of the survey
methodology, see Appendix B.

Disapproval of Obama’s policy is
most widespread among those who
are aware that deportations have
risen during his tenure. Among this
group, more than three-quarters
(77%) disapprove of the way his
administration is handling the issue
of deportations. Among those who
are not aware that an increase has
occurred, slightly more than half
disapprove.

Awareness of the level of deporta-
tions is higher among foreign-born
Hispanics than among native-born
Hispanics—55% versus 25%. It
is even higher among those who
are most at risk of deportation.

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In recent years, the debate over il-
legal immigration has often been
posed as a choice between two
competing  priorities—increasing
border security and enforcement or
providing a path to citizenship to
immigrants who are in the country
illegally.

Latinos are nearly twice as likely
as the general public (42% versus
24%) to say the priority should be
a path to citizenship for immigrants

who are in the U.S. illegally.
About as many Latinos as the gen-
eral public (46% versus 43%) say
equal priority should be given to
enforcement and legalization. Just
10% of Latinos say priority should
be given to better border security
and enforcement, compared with
29% of the general public.

Asian immigration
grows

Data recently released by the Pew
Hispanic Center allows us to draw
two conclusions about Latinos in the
U.S.. First, the myth that Mexicans
are “flooding America” is proven to
be that — there is no Mexican “en-
jambre,” despite what people like
to pretend — rather there is a very
diverse fabric being weaved of His-
panics within America.

We can also roughly assume that
Asian immigrants are going to be
the next wave of immigrants to
America. However, compared to
the Hispanic immigration numbers,
we simply can’t place these immi-
grants to one origin country or re-
gion, yet, due to how the Center’s
data is broken down.

The Pew Hispanic Center released
a set of data on foreign-born popu-
lation estimations from 2009-2010
showing that the estimated number
of foreign-born persons living in
the country was overestimated by
the U.S. Census’ American Com-
munity Survey. The ACS estimated
that the U.S. foreign-born popula-

tion in 2010 was at 39.9 Million, a
4% increase from the survey’s 2009
estimate of 38.5 Million.

Analysis by the Pew Center sug-
gests that the increase from 2009 to
2010 is a much smaller 1.6%.

The Center categorizes the incom-
ing population by geographical re-
gion. Out of the 616,000 that came
between 2009 and 2010, the major-
ity of them (by a very slim amount)
do not come from Latin America;
317,000 come from the rest of the
world, with South and East Asia
leading the way. This suggests that
an Asian immigrant tide in the U.S.
might occur in the future.
Meanwhile, immigration from the
Americas — not including Canada
— shows some interesting numbers
as well. Mexico and Central Amer-
ica are the source of very, very, few
immigrants these days: 220,000 of
the Latin American immigrants are
from the Caribbean; 65,000 from
South America.

The decline in Mexican immigrants
is relatively easy to explain. How-
ever, the Caribbean shift, and the
question of why Asian immigra-
tion to America is rising is another
question to be answered in the fu-
ture. Multiple countries are defined
as “Caribbean,” and requires each
nation’s economic situation to be
examined to try to draw some con-
clusions.

With the Pew Center merging South
Asia and East Asia into one catego-
ry, we are left to guess. South Korea
and Japan are relatively prosperous,
is an influx of Chinese immigrants
to America next?

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Telemundo Embraces Spanglish (Again)

I have mixed feelings about Tel-
emundo’s recent announcement
about their new, bilingual approach
to programming, as described in
a recent New York Times article.
Some new Telemundo shows will
include English to some degree,
most notably Cristina’s new show
on the network, and telenovelas set
inthe U.S. and other re-imagining of
English-language shows will, they
hope, appeal to what they describe
as ‘more acculturated, more bilin-
gual’ viewers. Long-time viewers
of Telemundo might remember that
this is a strategy that they network
tried — and then abandoned — over
a decade ago under the direction of
producer Nely Galan as President
of Entertainment for the network.
Do you remember Los Beltran?

Anyway, as a linguist who stud-
ies bilingualism, how could I see
Telemundo’s renewed embrace of
bilingual expression as anything
but positive? The mixture of Span-

ish and English is a natural part of
daily life for millions of bilingual
Latinos. Seeing this reality reflect-
ed in a natural way and, to some
extent validated, on TV is a good
thing. Furthermore, Telemundo’s
decision indicates that market re-
search folks are learning that the
so-called ‘Hispanic market’ is
linguistically and culturally het-
erogeneous and the ‘Latino equals
Spanish-speaking’ equation simply
does not compute.

There will surely be language pur-
ists who will reject Telemundo’s
decision as a threat to la lengua de
Cervantes, Lorca, Garcia Marquez,
Borges y Paz, but my concern is
something else.

Spanish-language radio and TV in
the U.S. is one of the factors that
supports Spanish maintenance in
the face of an overwhelming shift
to English, the very shift to which
Telemundo is responding. After a
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day of English Only at school, for
example, returning to a house in
which the sounds of Spanish ema-
nate from the radio and the family
gathers around the television for
Spanish-language  programming
(futbol, novelas, noticias, etc.)
helps to counterbalance the unre-
lenting influence of English. When
researchers of the social psycho-
logical dimensions of bilingualism
evaluate the ethnolinguistic vi-
tality of an ethnic group — that is,
the likeliness of the group and the
language to be maintained as dis-
tinct from the majority group/lan-
guage — the existence of media in
the community language is always
one of the factors cited to indicate
support for language maintenance.
For example, John Edwards (nope,
not the erstwhile presidential hope-
ful or the psychic, but a Canadian
psycholinguist) lists media along
with ten other factors of language
vitality including politics, econom-
ics, history, geography, education
and demography. Domains where
only English or only Spanish are

appropriate help to promote bilin-
gualism, as they keep the need for
the language alive. So, from this
perspective, when one of the ma-
jor Spanish-language TV networks
in the U.S. announces an effort to
‘go bilingual’, it can be seen as an
encroachment on a major Spanish-
language domain.

But, the reality is that Spanish-
language TV will not influence
people’s maintenance of Spanish
if they are switching the channel
and opting for English language
programming. And the reality for
Telemundo is this: they need more
viewers to make more money, and
— despite what alarmists trying to
push English Only or anti-bilin-
gual education legislation might
tell you — more Latinos in the U.S.
are English-dominant bilinguals or
English monolingual than Spanish-
monolingual or Spanish-dominant
bilinguals. So, to borrow from the
title of Cristina’s new show, echa
p’alante Telemundo.

With Primary fever running through
the United States, Puerto Rico has
indicated that it will not miss out on
the fun.
